WEEKLY MEDITATION

Fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time
January 28-29, 2012

Most of us who live in Superior or in the immediate vicinity are
familiar with red clay because the city is built upon it. In the
warmer months of the year, if you should have the misfortune of
stepping in it, you will not be able to get it off of your shoes. In
addition, it is not the ideal medium to grow things in. Before you
plant a garden or seed a lawn, you must bring in loads of black
dirt and apply a lot of fertilizer. For these reasons, | tend to think
the clay as a bit of curse. However, | am told by a friend of mine
who is a potter that the clay found in our area is an excellent clay
for forming pots and other earthenware. In addition, it is readily
available and plentiful. To him the clay here is a blessing.

Anyone who has lived in this area or any potter who has ever
harvested clay in our area knows that the clay is very pliable and
easy to harvest and to shape if it is wet. However, in the dry days
of late summer the clay dries out and becomes as hard as
pavement. It cannot be easily extracted from the ground at these
times and certainly cannot be shaped by a potter.

As | was reading over the readings for this Sunday, | was
struck by the Psalm response. “If today you hear His voice,
harden not your hearts.” That made me think of the clay because
a hard heart, like a dry hardened block of clay, is unchangeable
and cannot be formed. In the case of clay, it is the master potter
who turns the clay upon the wheel and fashions it into a
wonderful creation. In the case of our hearts, it is God the Master
who shapes our hearts into a work marked with his very
fingertips.

When we make our hearts hard through stubbornness, self-
righteousness, hatred, self-aggrandizement, or in any other way,
our hearts may not be formed by the Master much like the hard
block of clay cannot be formed by the master potter.

In the case of clay, a little water is needed to keep the clay
supple and malleable. In the case of our hearts, it is humility,
openness, and a willingness to learn and be changed by the
word of God that keeps our hearts from becoming hard and
allows the Master to form them into works of art.
